We are getting a tremendous amount of support from the fundraising team
of the National Trust who were thrilled and impressed by the initiative we
have taken. Our Jubilee Tour will be publicised and then reported in their
magazine and regional newsletters.

The route will pass through some of the most picturesque parts of the
United Kingdom. As well as being an exciting event to raise funds for the
National Trust’s appeal, it is designed to be a reasonably leisurely touring
holiday for participants, visiting various NT properties en route. We are
hoping to involve as many Register members as possible and there are
different ways in which you can take part:

3. To visit the National Trust properties on selected days the ‘tourists’

are calling in, and be part of a display of Wolseley cars in a

to ‘meet and greet’ the tour participants.

This form is not an application form and returning it does not commit you
to anything. It is merely necessary at this stage to assess the likely level of
participation in the tour.
